Information you will need to register with Epass 
includes social insurance number, date of birth, your 
total income reported on your 2007 or 2008 filed 
Income Tax Return and your current postal code or 
zip code.  To access Epass, go to http://www.cra-
arc.gc.ca/esrvc-srvce/tx/ndvdls/myccnt/menu-eng.html and 
follow the following steps:

2. User ID and Password 
3. Epass Enabled Services 
4.  Transport Canada General Aviation On-Line
