NEW IFR RENEWALS COMING  
 

The process of renewing an Instrument Rating is 
changing similar to the U.S. system.  Every two years 
you need to do a flight test or the option of a pilot 
proficiency check will soon become available.  Once 
you acquire an Instrument Rating you will never lose 
it, similar to the Multi Rating.

able to exercise the privileges of an Instrument Rating 
unless you are current.  The hope is to encourage 
more IFR qualified pilots in Canada by making the 
renewal process less demanding.  

 
NEW 406 MHz ELT’S 

 
Transport Canada is still proceeding with the 
implementation of the 406 MHz ELT regulations.  
Although it is not clear at this time what aircraft will 
require the new 406 ELT’s, the Regina Flying Club 
will be installing the new ELT’s in all of it’s fleet.   
The ELT’s are on order now and will be installed 
gradually as each member of the fleet comes in for 
regular maintenance.  Once installed the old method 
of checking for inadvertent activation will still be 
done.  The checking the operation of the ELT by 
turning it on during the first 5 minutes of any hour 
should be DISCONTINUED!  This causes an 
undesirable data burst to go to the satellites. 
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WINTER FLYING TIPS

WINTER FLYING TIPS.  Even though we have had 
limited snow and extreme cold, this will be excellent 
reading for anyone who intends to fly this winter or 
thinks that it is possible for Winter and Summer 
flying to be the same!

I want to thank all of our students and members for a 
very successful 2008-09 fiscal year.  While final 
numbers are not yet available, we were on track for a 
solid year and with the great flying weather in 
November, we should finish well.  Thank you also to 
Tom and his staff for their hard work and ensuring we 
operate efficiently and super-serve our customers! 
 
In our efforts to keep our training tools up to date, we 
have acquired a new flight simulator!   The new 
equipment better reflects the current needs of pilots 
training for IFR ratings and better prepares them for 
actual flight conditions and instrumentation.  Be sure 
to have a look next time you are at the hangar. 
 
The Board continues to work on solutions for our 
hangar issues.  We have consulted with several 
engineering and construction companies over the past 
months and have chosen what we feel is the best  
action plan.  The south wall of the hangar is in need 
of repair due to faulty repairs done many years ago.  
While we could simply fix that wall, it would only be 
a ‘band-aid’ solution and we would be looking at 
continued repairs as the remaining wall deteriorate. 
As such, our plan is to replace all four walls of the 
hangar, replace the roof, and if possibly renovate the 
office and classroom area.  This will give our hangar 
a useful life extending past the next 25 years.   
 
As you can imagine, a project of this magnitude will 
come with a significant price tag.  To help finance the 
project, we continue to seek a buyer or new lessee for 
the clubhouse.  We will not be in a position to move 
forward until we have either the proceeds from the 
sale of the building or a lease contract in place.   
While there are still a couple of engineering tests to 
pass with the hangar, we expect that we will be 
starting the project as soon as funding is secured.  If 
you are aware of any individuals or companies that 
may be interested in the clubhouse, please let Tom or 
Cindy know.  The sooner we can move forward, the 
sooner we can start the renovations.
